Under cooling mode, press "TEMP™ and "CLOCK"
buttons simultanecusly to start up or turn off ener-
gy-saving function. When energy-saving function
is started up, "SE" will be shown on remote con-
troller, and air conditioner will adjust the set tem-
perature automatically according to ex-factory
setling to reach to the best energy-saving effect.
Press "TEMP" and "CLOCK" buttons simultane-
ously again to exit energy-saving function.
